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This graph shows the yes/no responses for commercials and magazine ads to the questions; does sex sell, would you buy the product, and would you buy the product for someone else. 
They were also asked to describe the affects of using sex to sell. Answers ranged from that it produced the same uninhibited effect as alcohol and that the rush made them want to buy more, and that it grabs your attention more, to that if they have to use sex to sell then the product must not be very good.
